Each candidate must meet the following criteria in order to be considered for appoint as a Student Council Senator.  Up to seven sophomores, ten juniors, and seven seniors will be selected annually for this appointment.
· Sophomore, Junior, or Senior classification

· Current representative

· Completed application 
· Completed student petition (50 signatures)
· Teacher recommendations (5)
· A copy of your most recent report card

· Points report

· Campaign materials – minimum of 5 but no more than 10, 40 fliers, optional campaign video
· Interview 
· Election
1. CLASSIFICATION:  You must be a sophomore, junior or senior during the term of office.

2. CURRENT REPRESENTATIVE:  You must currently be serving as a Student Council Representative for the entire school year prior to your application.

3. APPLICATION [attached]:  You must turn in a completed application.

4. STUDENT PETITION [attached]:  Each candidate must collect 50 signatures of students attesting to your good character and leadership abilities.

5. TEACHER RECOMMENDATIONS [attached]:  Choose 5 teachers you know well enough to give you a legitimate recommendation.  Give then the form and have them return it to Ms. Benedetti’s or Ms. Ray’s box by ___Friday, February 15, 2008____.

6. COPY OF REPORT CARD:  You must submit a copy of your most recent report card.  You must be passing each class in order to run, including an ‘S’ or above in citizenship.

7. POINTS REPORT:  You must submit a copy of a report of points accumulated over the course of the year.

8. CAMPAIGN MATERIALS:  Each candidate must make a minimum of 5 campaign posters but no more than 10.  The candidates should present campaign speeches to the Student Council General Assembly at the February 12, 2008 meeting stating their intentions and plans for the position.  The speeches for senator candidates and optional video shall be no shorter than one (1) minute and no longer than two (2) in length.  All campaign posters must be approved and signed off by an administrator for approval.  All campaign materials must be positive and promote good qualities of the candidate running.  Campaigning posters will be displayed _February 20th- February 22th  .
9. INTERVIEW: Each candidate will be interviewed.  The interviews will be conducted after school the week of ___February 18th- 19st____.  Be prepared to talk about yourself, what you feel the role of Student Council is, and how and where you will fit in the Student Council if you are elected.  Please familiarize yourself with the current Carroll Student Council Constitution [attached], and be prepared to discuss it. Please dress appropriately for an interview.  A sign up sheet for available times will be posted.
10. ELECTION: Elections for senators will be held on Tuesday and Wednesday, February 26-27, 2008.
