Indicative Mood

All tenses in the indicative mood are used to express actions that actually do, did, or will take place.  They are used to express REAL events.

Conditional Mood
The conditional mood expresses actions that would happen if certain conditions existed.

Subjunctive Mood
The subjunctive mood expresses that which is not necessarily true or real.  It expresses things that might happen, that you would hope or want to happen.

	Yo tengo el pelo muy largo.

	I have very long hair

	No fui a la peluquería ayer pero iré mañana.
	Mi madre espera que yo vaya a la peluquería mañana.

	
	I didn’t go to the barber shop yesterday, but I will go tomorrow.
	My mother hopes that I will go to the barber tomorrow.


NOTE:  With any verbs or expressions that require the subjunctive, the subjunctive is only used when there is a change of subject.  In other words, the subjunctive is used when the subject of the main clause is different from the subject of the dependent clause.
The acronym WEIRDO can help you remember the situations which would trigger the subjunctive.
