2.  The present progressive expresses an action that is in progress.  The imperfect progressive expresses an action that was in progress (similar to the imperfect tense).  

3.  The tenses consists of two verbs:  



the helping verb is estar, conjugated in the present or imperfect tense; 



the action verb is expressed in the present participle form.


Note:  the helping verb estar is never separated from the past participle.
