Parent Responsibilities: 
(Taken from section 8.3 of Parent/Student Handbook)
Holy Ghost Catholic School believes that the ultimate responsibility for the behavior of students rests with their parents.  The school anticipates that parents are concerned, cooperative, and supportive in dealing with any behavioral problems which may arise and expects that this cooperation is made apparent to the student.  Students/parents/guardians are to respect authority, which includes adherence to school rules, regulations, procedures, and Christian principles.  

Student Responsibilities:
Responsible behavior by each student is the only way in which to ensure a safe and successful learning environment.  Violation of the rules and regulations of Holy Ghost Catholic School and this classroom may lead to disciplinary measures.  
If a student is behaving inappropriately, a warning will be given.  If inappropriate behavior continues, the consequences may be: missed recess, a note home, a conference with the teacher, or a visit with the disciplinarian.  Each card change is assigned a point value and deducted from the student’s conduct grade.  This grade will accumulate until progress reports and start again through the end of the nine weeks.  Conduct grades on report cards will be an average of both scores.  Students will indicate in the assignment pad daily if he/she has changed a card, how many points were deducted, and why.  It is the student’s responsibility to inform his/her parents of all card changes daily. **Repeated misbehavior may result in detentions or suspensions.

Conduct Record Keeping:
Every time a student changes a card, he/she will record the violation in his/her assignment pad.  In addition, the teacher will keep a record and send home a weekly conduct grade in the student’s test folder.  At the end of each week, the student’s conduct grade will be entered into Grades Online.  

It is the parents’ responsibility to monitor student behavior and contact the teacher with any questions or concerns.
Conduct grades will be calculated on a ten point grading scale:

90-100 = A

80-89   = B  

70-79   = C

60-69   = D

59 or below = F
Discretionary Clause: (Taken from section 8.10 of Parent/Student Handbook)
Although the rules set forth above address the frequent rule violations of students today, the school/teacher reserves the right to vary the discipline procedures depending on individual circumstances.  The school/teacher also has the right to pass judgment on behaviors, not specified above, which are clear violations of the values on which we are established as a Catholic Christian school.
