Classroom Rules:

Corrective Actions for Behavior:
***All students begin on orange for the week.***

Blue- warning

Green- student records in notebook then has a conference with teacher

Yellow- student writes home a note to parent/guardian about his/her behavior and 


 loses 5 minutes of recess or other natural consequence

Red- note or phone call home to parents and lose recess or special activity

***Severe misbehavior--student will be sent directly to the office.  He/she will receive an F in conduct for the week.***

**If a student is tardy more than 4 times in a 9 week period, he/she will change a card every time for each additional tardy.  

**Students that have excessive warnings for uniform violations will have a card change.

Conduct Grade Chart:

0-2 changes (A)    3-4 changes (B)
    5-7 changes (C)
 8-10 changes (D) 


11+ changes (F)

**Cards are put back to orange each afternoon.  A weekly conduct grade will be given based on the number of changes received by the end of the week.  Students begin each week with 100 points for conduct.  Every card change will result in 3 points deducted from 100 points to give a weekly conduct grade.

**A weekly conduct grade will posted each week in the test folder.   Students will also indicate any card changes in the homework assignment pad daily.
