Nouns
(A noun names a person, place, or thing.  

               example: church, dog, girl, computer, park, building, boy 

(A common noun names any person, place, or thing. 

(A proper noun names a special person, place, or thing.  

               Begin proper nouns with a capital letter.

         example:  Holy Ghost School, Ms. Darleen, Disneyworld

(Days of the week, holidays, & months are proper nouns.

(A singular noun names one person, place, or thing.

                 example: farm, forest, bike, dog

(A plural noun names more than one person, place, or thing.


        example: chickens, wishes, horses, boys

(Add -s to form the plural of most singular nouns.

                  example: girls, books, pens, pencils

(Add -es to form the plural of singular nouns that end in s, ch, sh, or x


example: watches, foxes, churches, bosses

(To form the plural of nouns ending in a consonant and y, change the y to i and add -es.



example: story--stories, worry--worries
