
English--Study Guide

(Every sentence has 2 parts: subject and predicate.

(A sentence begins with a capital letter and has an end mark.

(subject:  whom or what the sentence is about.  

   ---The subject can be one word or more than one word.



example: ** The buildings are tall.




subject--The buildings




       ** The crowded bus rushes by the park.




subject-- The crowded bus

(predicate:  tells what the subject does or is.

  ---The predicate can be one word or more than one word.



example: **The penguins walked across the snow.




predicate--walked across the snow




       **The young birds slide along the ice.




predicate--slide along the ice

(sentence fragment:  a group of words that does not tell a complete thought.

(run-on sentence:  joins two sentences that should be separate



example: **It is cold we put on our coats.




--It is cold.  We put on our coats.
