Study guide will be used for a few weeks.

(An action verb is a word that shows action.


example: Gina dances on stage.

(Some action verbs tell about actions that are hard to see.


example: Gina planned the talent show.

Present Tense Verbs:

(A verb in the present-tense tells what happens now.


example: Anna finds a box of costumes.
(Follow these rules when you use present-tense verbs with singular subjects:

**Add -s or -es to most present-tense verbs with singular subjects.


**Change y to i and add -es to verbs that end with a consonant and y.


**Add -es to verbs that end in sh, ch, ss, zz, or x.

(A present-tense verb must agree with its subject.

(Do not add -s or -es to a present-tense verb when the subject is plural.


example: The children need a computer.
(Do not add -s or -es to a present-tense verb when the subject is I or you.


example:  You use computers for schoolwork.

Past-Tense Verbs
(A past-tense verb tells about an action that happened already.

(Add -ed to most verbs to form the past tense.

(When adding the -ed ending, some verbs change their spelling.

(For verbs that end with a consonant and y: change the y to i before adding -ed.     example: try--tried

(For verbs that end in e: drop the e and add -ed.    example: close--closed

(For verbs that end with one vowel and one consonant: double the consonant and add -ed.      example: hug--hugging

Future-Tense Verbs:
(A future-tense verb tells about an action that is going to happen.

(Use will with the action verb to tell about the future. 


example: Tomorrow we will go  on a field trip.
