1.  Required Material

C)  Check all answers in the back of the book.  If correct, mark it with a “c”. If 

      incorrect, mark it with a red “X”.  No credit given if this is not done.

D)  A pencil must be used.  All homework should be done on looseleaf paper,
      graphs must be done on graph paper.

E)  Be neat, mistakes should be erased, not crossed out or written over.

F)  Keep up with daily assignments to prevent getting lost, behind, frustrated, 

      depressed and/or anxious.

G)  Late homework is not accepted for any credit.  Homework must be completed 

      by the beginning of class.
