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Solar System Trading Cards
You have probably seen various kinds of trading cards.  Some of these feature sports figures and include information about the player, statistics relating to his or her skill as an athlete, and a picture.  

Your job is to create a set of five trading cards for the objects in our solar system including the sun; the inner planets; the outer planets; and the comets, asteroids, and meteoroids.   You may choose to do this project with anyone on our team. 
Materials needed: 

Five 4 x 6 index cards, colored pencils, markers, etc. and possibly pictures from magazines or websites if you are not artistic.  
Procedure:
1.  Select a total of five objects from the solar system to investigate.  You must select the sun, at least one inner planet, one outer planet, and either comets, asteroids or meteoroids then your final card can be a free choice from any of the groups or a dwarf planet. 
2.  Gather the information and make a design for your cards. 
3.  On the front of the card, please put

· The name of your planet or solar system object

· An accurately colored picture

· A  creative Nickname 
    On the back of the card, please include

· Origin of the solar objects name

· The diameter or size of your planet/object

· Your planet’s/object’s distance from the sun or location in solar system
· Your planet’s rotation and revolution period or orbit

· Your planet’s average surface temperature

· Five other interesting facts about your planet/object. You may want to include any known satellites or missions to observe your planet.  
· NOTE***In the case of the sun, asteroid, comet or meteoroid if any of the required categories do not apply then make sure you have a total of 10 facts.  

4.  List the sources from which your information was obtained at the bottom of each card.  
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
