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PRESCHOOLERS WORD GAME

“Run for the Words” game is a fun and easy process for children to development and improve their vocabulary in reading. Words can be chosen from reading materials, quizzes, tests, etc. 

In the game, children will develop the following skills:

Developing Listening Skills

Memory
Social Skills 
Problem Solving
Large Motors Skills
Materials Needed:  paper and pencil, whiteboard and/or tablet, word list, index cards or cards created on your computer to laminate, a designated room with table or couch to place cards on for running, a whistle and/or music, etc. 

Repeatedly, call out each word from the flashcards until the children adjust their memories without mistakes.

Place selected cards on a table, couch (home near a wall), and/or a safe designated area for the run.
Line all of the children into two sections for the run.
Let the children know before the relay part of the game starts with a whistle or music.
Also, allow the children to view the word that was called out and pick it up the card quickly before the other child gets it.  The child should say the word and bring each card back to you.
When the children come back with the card, have them get behind the next child to run for the next word.
Call out the first word and play the music or whistle for the run.
Watch and collect the cards as the children bring them back.
Repeat the cycle.[image: image2.png]
