To create a Book Folder:
1. Select a book you want to read (**English 11H students use one of the 2 books you are reading for your research paper**).


2. Obtain a manila folder of any color.

3. Decorate the cover (make sure your name is on it!!!)

4. Inside the folder, paste the following:

a – a 2-paragraph diary entry written by the book’s main character that describes the day after the book has ended OR a poem of at least 25 lines that the main character might have written. 

b – a drawing or sketch of the book’s setting (this is in addition to the cover page).  The drawing should have a caption to explain it.  If there is not one setting for the entire book, pick the most important scene or a place described in the book.


c – a one-paragraph biography of the book’s author. 

d – a two-paragraph capsule book review in which you recommend (or don’t recommend) the book to a fellow student (explain why!!!).  This should include a brief plot summary.

e – a one- or two-sentence “controlling idea” of the book.  What is the author trying to prove or to say?

You may decorate the inside of the folder as much as you like.
