Step 1 – Select & read a book

· choose a book that you will enjoy reading (fiction or non-fiction).

· choose a book that you will be able to finish reading in time to complete the assignment

· if you start reading your book and decide you don’t like it, you may pick another one, BUT you must let me know.  I expect your project to be about the book that I have on my list.

Step 2 – Gather supplies

Supplies you’ll need to complete this project.
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1. A camera & film.  If you don’t own a camera, you can purchase a disposable camera from the drug store or supermarket.  You will also need to pay for developing the film.  You can share a camera among students, as well.

2. If you are unable to acquire a camera, you can do one of the following

· Draw pictures (for you artists!!)

· Or, make photo-collages from magazine clippings.

You will still need to write captions for each.  Each separate item must be its own collage.

3. A sheet of poster board or large construction paper.

Step 3 – Create your Photo Poster

How to create the photo poster.

[image: image2.wmf]1. Take photographs that relate in some way to your book.  They don’t have to be literal, but can represent some aspect of the book in a metaphorical sense.  However, you must explain the connection of each picture to the book in your written captions.  Your photos can be from school, home or anywhere in the community.  Obviously, whatever photos you take should be presentable for public viewing.  Don’t use any irreplaceable heirloom photos!!

2. With magic marker or some other distinct way, write the title and author of your book somewhere on the front of the posterboard.

Your name should be clearly marked on the back.

3. Attach photographs to poster.  You must have at least eight (8) photographs.

4. Write a one-paragraph caption for each photograph.  Captions must be typed and at least 40 words each.

5. Decorate the poster – use your creativity!!!  Make something you will be proud to display in the classroom, library or hallway!
