Steps in preparing for your book talk

1.  Choose a book you want to read (any type – fiction or nonfiction) & read it.

2.  Your book talk should be 5 to 8 minutes long and include the following elements:


-- an introduction and summary of the book.

-- information about the author.


-- a reading of an excerpt from the book at least two minutes long.


-- a review of the book (whether you would recommend it and why).

-- an “artifact” (an object that represents the book in some way) that you display and explain.  NOTE: your artifact should NOT be something you regularly bring to class (pen, notebook, water bottle, etc.)


-- a question-and-answer period

-- at the conclusion of your book talk, you will hand in an outline (typed or neatly written)

-- you will need to rehearse your book talk to ensure that it meets the minimum time limit.
