Welcome to English 11 Honors!!  Congratulations on challenging yourself to honors-level work. This sheet explains expectations for the class.  ALL STUDENTS MUST SIGN IT, BRING IT HOME TO BE SIGNED BY THEIR PARENT OR GUARDIAN, AND RETURN IT TO ME.

This course surveys British literature from its beginning to the modern era.  We will be using the textbook Literature: The British Tradition, as well as reading selected novels and plays.  NYS Learning Standards for English Language Arts require that we focus on language (reading, writing, speaking and listening) for the following purposes: information and understanding, literary response and expression, critical analysis and evaluation, and social interaction.

We will also prepare for the 11th-grade ELA Regents Exam.  The following table shows tasks on the exam:

	Listen to a speech, take notes on it, answer multiple choice questions, and then write an essay.

	Part 2
	Read an informative article with a chart/graph.  Answer multiple choice questions and then write an essay that incorporates both the

article and the graph.

	Part 3
	Read two pieces of literature that have a common theme.  Answer multiple choice questions and then write an essay using both pieces of literature.

	Part 4
	Write an essay that follows a quote from a famous person (critical lens) and incorporates two works of literature the student has read.


 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1In addition, all students are required to complete a book report/project on outside reading each quarter, and a research paper during the first semester.  Students will receive a separate handout explaining these assignments.

Academic standards and Regents exams have increased expectations for all students.  Honors level work requires achievement at the mastery level.  Prepare for a busy year!

Abiding by the following expected behaviors will help students succeed in this class.
Classroom behavior – Be respectful of others in class.  Treat others, including me, as you expect to be treated.  Be on time, bring your books and supplies, and be prepared to participate in class.

Grades – You are expected to maintain a minimum course average of 80. Failure to do so may result in being dropped from the honors class.  Also, you must attain mastery level (85 or above) on the ELA Regents Exam and a 90 class average in order to qualify for AP English in 12th grade.

Supplies – You must bring the following to every class: your 3-ring binder, a writing implement (pen or pencil), and any assigned books or textbooks.


1. Obtain a 3-ring binder dedicated exclusively to English class.  Having a binder will permit you to insert important handouts for easy access. 


2.  Obtain a spiral notebook to serve as your writing journal.  These will be collected periodically.

Tardiness – It is essential that you arrive to class on time and ready to work.  I teach from bell to bell, and we only have 40 minutes to cover our material.  Tardiness will not be tolerated.

Seating – You will sit in assigned seats for at least the first few weeks.  This permits me to learn your names more easily.  After a few weeks, I may allow you to sit where you want.  However, any students causing disruptions in class will be moved.

Homework – Homework should be done completely and handed in on time.  Homework receives a checkmark if it is complete, well thought out, and on time.  Late or incomplete homework receives a check-minus.  Homework more than one week late receives a zero.

Plagiarism – Plagiarism is a form of academic dishonesty in which one scholar steals the words or ideas of another and presents them as his or her own.  Plagiarism is never acceptable.  Remember – if you can find something on the internet to copy, I can find it, too.
