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B. It means coordination of actors’ movements onstage.
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C. It means the height of an actor’s head onstage.
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D. It means the beginning part of the plot that provides important background explanation.
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E. It means a fee paid to produce a play.
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F. It means the depth of an actor’s position onstage.
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G. It means a comedy with exaggerated characterizations, abundant physical or visual humor, and often an improbable plot.
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H. It means the top-view drawing of the floor plan of a set, usually in scale.
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I. It means the event that sets into motion the action of the plot.
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J. It means the final resolution of the conflict in a play.
