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A. It means someone who learns a role for the purpose of performing in the absence of the actor cast in that role.
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B. It means casting without regard to race or ethnicity of the characters or actors.
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C. It means to take down the set.
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D. It means to cast a show by choosing actors who fit a particular character type.
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E. It means a theatre presented to an audience that is dining at tables around the performance space; usually dinner is included in the price of the theatre ticket.
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F. It means comments by the director on the performance of each actor and on the production in general, usually given before or after rehearsals.
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G. It means blocking on paper a director does before blocking rehearsals begin.
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H. It means the tempo of a performance as it progresses.
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I. It means casting that ignores the general conventions of casting by type.
