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A. It means a performance space in which the audience views the action as if through a picture frame.
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B. It means a performance space in which the audience sits all around the stage; sometimes called in-the-round.
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C. It means the acting area of the stage that extends beyond the proscenium.
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D. It means the stage area toward the audience.
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E. It means the onstage decoration to help establish the time and place of the play.
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F. It means the stage area away from the audience. (NOUN)
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G. It means the director’s technical liaison backstage during rehearsals and performance.
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H. It means a combination of the proscenium and the arena stages, with the audience sitting on two or three sides of the acting area.
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I. It means the auditorium, or the area where the audience sits.
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J. It means how the play should look and feel.
