A.  It is defined as a group that interacts for purely social reasons, for entertainment or play, rather than for some serious reasons.
11 - Group

B.  It is defined as a group formed in order to accomplish a particular goal. There is little social interaction; members come together because of the job they are to do, not out of friendship.

C.  It is defined as groups that are part of larger, structured organizations such as Boy Scout or Girl Scout troops, labor unions, etc.

D.  It is defined as groups that are not part of a larger organization. Unlike formal groups, informal groups are often less structured, smaller in size, made up of friends rather than acquaintances, and are less concerned with formal organizational structures and roles.

E.  It is defined as a smaller group comprised of members of a larger group (committee.)
11 - Group

F.  It is defined as a small and exclusive set of persons.

11 - Group

G.  It is defined as agreement or harmony among group members that involves thinking or behaving like other people.
11 - Group

H.  It is defined as closeness of group members or their ability to stick together.
