5 – Nonverbal communication

A. It is defined as hand movements that are part of nonverbal communication.
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B. It is defined as the way a person appears or the display of the human body and its apparel.
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C. It is defined as signaling with the eyes.
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D. It is defined as how high or low an individual’s voice is. 
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E. It is defined as how fast or slowly a person talks.
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F. It is defined as the loudness or softness of voice.
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G. It is defined as the sound of voice.
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H. It is defined as the distance between people at which they choose to interact.
5 – Nonverbal communication

I. It is defined as nonverbal maneuvers designed to exclude or include others, to put down or build up, to reveal self or conceal self.
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J. It is defined as gestures, facial expressions, etc., that the sender is unaware of, but that also communicate information. This type of communication can contradict the verbal message.
