3 – Figures of Speech

A. It is defined as a comparison of two things that are not alike except for the specific area in question. It uses the words “like” or “as” to connect the two unlike things. 
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B. It is defined as an implied comparison between two things which are not alike without using the connectors “like” or “as.”
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C. It is defined as a suggestion that nonhuman objects or ideas have human qualities.
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D. It is defined as an intentional exaggeration to make a point.
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E. It is defined as using the opposite meaning of words to make a point.
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F. “Lee’s as thin as a stick.” is an example of it.
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G. “My family is a circus with all three rings going.” is an example of it.
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H. “The Catskills are friendly mountains.” is an example of it.
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I. “I almost died when I saw him.” is an example of it.
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J. “Calculus is a cinch. It only takes five hours a night!” is an example of it.
