1 In the summer of 1929 Mrs. Tischbein sent her son to relatives in Berlin. She gives him 140 Marks to take along.

Emil puts the money in his suit pocket. Mother and son travel by horse-drawn train to the Neustadt station and Emil

gets on the Berlin train.

2 Steffi At 6:17 the grandmother and his cousin Pony H? want to pick him up. But until then he gets bored and the man  in the stiff hat who is travelling with him, with the ears that stick out, and introduces himself as Herr Grundeis who bugs him from the very beginning.

3 Heidi Alone with him in the train car Emil falls asleep, wakes up, the money he had so carefully guarded, even pinning it inside his jacket, is gone.

The dispairing Emil sees him climb out at Zoo Station, grabs his suitcase and runs after him.

4 Carmen He follows him to the streetcar and while his grandmother waits for him on Friedrichstraߥ, Emil travels with Herr Grundeis across Berlin.

And the streetcar started up. And it stopped. And it went further. Emil read the names  of the nice wide street. It was Kaiserallee. He travelled and didn't know where. In the other car sat a thief.

5 Hans At the corner of the T. str. the man in the stiff hat finally leaves the car. Grundeis steers onto the Terrace of Cafe Josty Emil slinks after him and positions himself with the suitcase btw a kiosk and a column.

6 Liesl

Grundeis is in Josty, Emil lurking behind the stand, just as Emil doesn't know what to do, he speaks curiously to Gustav the boy with the horn.

He lets himself be quickly enthused and calls the boys from the surrounding courtyards together.

7 Two stay at the Kiosk and stand lookout, a few post themselves as relay runners up to the Nikolsburgerplatz, where others wait for messages; the little Tuesday should watch the phone at the house of his parents. _______ packages are being organized, Emil's suitcase is turned in for safe keeping at Cafe Josty and a short message is sent to Emils Gro߭utter at Schumannstraߥ 15.

8 Does anyone have a question? Is everything clear? Password, Emil, the boys called, that the Nikolsburger Platz wobbled/shook and the Passersby  rolled their eyes. Emil was really happy, that the money was stolen.

But there's no time for rest. The relay runners come storming up and alarming: Grundeis is leaving the Cafe. The kids watched him, how he buys an evening paper from the salesman and begins reading and gets in a cab.

As fast as lightening they get in the next one and take up the chase. Drive after him, Mr. Chauffeur.

9 The chase goes over the Kaiser Avenue, and along the Motzstr., via the ViktoriaLuisePlatz, and further through the Motzstr.

At the Lutherstr. both vehicles must stop at the light; at the Nollendorfplatz the trip is ended.

Grundeis disappears in Hotel Kreid.

10 Gabi The boys create a headquarters near the yard of the West cinema, behind the cinema on ....

Watches are posted on the corner of Kleiststr. The L train thunders overhead. He hears the Ubahn. All these transportation things make a concert of sounds.

Im Kaffee Woerz they're playing dance music. The movies start their last show. Many people push their way in.

11 Katrin Gustav involves the elevator boy into the story. He plays elev. boy 2 for a night so he can spy and spend the night. The boys intelligence service works great. When Grundeis leaves the hotel, the whole place is full of children waiting to follow him.

12 Niko Herr Grundeis goes to the Kleistrasse and feels surrounded. He got nervous and turned around and goes to a bank, he wants to change it change the money, the crowd of kids storms the bank, he says his name is Herr Mueller, and Emil insists it’s his money. He had sewed the money into his jacket and there were needle holes in the money.

13 Klaus – Grundeis wants to flee, he won’t get far, at least 20 kids surround him, and even a policeman comes running. So all went as a big parade to the police headquarters.

14 Nina – The watchman interrogated the man in the hat is taken away in a green car to police headquarters. Emil, Gustav and the Professor follow in the Ubahn

15 Katja und Anton – Emil gets his money back from the chief of police. The chilren are interviewed by journalists, and a Mr. Kaestner brings him to the editor’s office. Then he has the secretary type up the story and Emil has his picture taken, then he gets a tour of Berlin. At Café Josty Emil takes his suitcase and goes to his grandmother’s.

16 Arnold – At 15 Schumannstr. Emil is received warmly. Lots of excitement. A policeman brings 1000 Mark reward for catching bankrobber. Their story gets in the paper. Emil’s mother comes to Berlin, and Emil wants to use the money to buy his mom an electric hairdryer
