*A variety of different grades fall under the category Classroom Performance:
· Speaking: Students improve their overall grade for speaking German at appropriate times, by using the vocabulary and expressions we are learning in class (impress the teacher!). Skits, dialogs and interpersonal speaking tasks are an excellent way to gauge students’ contributions in this area.
· Listening grades are based on how well students work to improve comprehension while completing listening activities, listening to the teacher and other students during instruction, and focusing on what can be learned from language-learning media in class. 

· Students typically receive play Euros for speaking and listening at appropriate times, which they regularly turn in for a grade.

· Organization grades will be given for maintaining a 3-ring binder and for bringing required materials to class on a daily basis.

 (1) Three-Ring Binder - The seven sections in the three-ring binder are to be clearly labeled on tabbed dividers: Aufgaben (Assignments), Noten (Graded Papers), Notizen (Notes), Arbeitsblaetter (Handouts), Vokabeln (Vocabulary), Medien (Media), and Projekte (Projects).
