           VARIOUS HANDOUTS

In this course we will be investigating the history of the United States beginning with European expansion to North America.  We will cover the major developmental events in our nation’s struggle for independence as well as the institution of a new form of government.  Westward expansion and the fulfillment of Jackson’s “Manifest Destiny” will be highlighted.  The issue of state’s rights and the causes of the War Between the States will be covered in depth.   This is a survey course so we move along rather rapidly.

GOALS:

1. To give the student an understanding of American History in modern era.

2. To give an overview of the basic manner in which our history has been shaped

3. To familiarize the students with the cause and effect of US policy on the modern world

4. To give the student an appreciation of the United States’ role in the world considering things we have done well and not so well

EXPECTATIONS:

1. Bring your book to class every day.

2. Bring notebook and pen daily and a pencil on test days for Scantron tests

3. Complete all reading assignments and written work on time.  Written work that is late (other than excused absence) will be accepted with a 25% reduction in points per day that it is late. Key*** Get it in on time.

4. If you test in the Scanlan Center, you are responsible to turn in your assignments on the day you take the test.

5. Participation in class discussion

6. Be on time for class- 3 times with an unexcused tardy= detention- each additional tardy is a detention.

7. Abide by the school handbook rules. 

8. If you are absent, check the Quia page for work you need to do.
9. There is a direct correlation between good grades and attendance.  BE HERE!
MEANS OF EVALUATION:

1. Tests- if you are absent it is your responsibility to schedule a make up test.  It will be the day following your return.  Scanlan students- extended time students have until the end of the school days following the test day.

2. Quizzes- unannounced on reading assignments- 

3. All work turned in must be the complete assignment…. No piecemeal turn in of material

4. Notes/homework- 25% deduction point for each day late

5. A variety of written presentations of the material covered.  If you miss a non-repeatable event, (i.e. Movie-) you will have an alternative assignment.  It is your responsibility to find out what the alternative assignment is and the due date.  Again the deduction of 25% per day is in effect after I give you a due date.

6. Weekly evaluation of a current event article. (see separate sheet)

7. Maintain a loose-leaf binder with all class materials.  (see separate sheet)

8. Discussion- you are expected to take part.  Don’t just sit there.
