I-max science movies.

Borrow DVD’s, VHS tapes from Mrs. Magish or the library

Girl Scout or Boy Scout projects.

ASU magazines and national geographic can be borrowed from Mrs. Magish.

Make a scientific collection, but make sure to check first.

Go to the biosphere.

Go to the planetarium.

Go see the butterflies migrate at the desert botanical garden.

Go see the arboretum.
