How are learning activities valued?

Coloring pages (that you took your time on and did in many shades of colored pencils covering the entire page) are worth one learning activity.

Paper logics are worth one, unless is says differently on the front of the paper. For example math pages are usually worth two because they take longer, and you must show your work.

Laminated logics A, B, C, D, and E are worth one.

Laminated Logics F and G are worth two.

Larger projects that have been discussed and approved by Mrs. Magish ahead of time may be worth more, but you need a piece of paper (on completion of the project) signed by Mrs. Magish that says how many learning activities you earned.

(MAKE SURE YOU ASK MRS. MAGISH AND YOUR PARENTS BEFORE BUILDING ANYTHING OR PERFORMING ANY EXPERIMENTS!!!!)

Give yourself plenty of time for larger projects or experiments, they require more time for data collection and write up.
