Directions: Here’s how to create a Character Map! 

Step 1: First, you need to make a complete LIST of all the characters in the story, both the important characters and the not-so-important ones. 

Step 2: Next, from that LIST you need to identify the two Main Characters: the Protagonist, which is the main character around whom all of the action of the story revolves (Watch out! The Protagonist is not necessarily the “good guy” of the story or the narrator or even the person the story is named after) and the Antagonist, which is the main character who causes a change in the life or experience of the Protagonist (Furthermore, the Antagonist is not necessarily the “bad guy,” even if the term implies it!). 

Step 3: Then, identify all of the rest of the characters called the Fiscelles, which is French for little people. Just remember this: Not all characters are human – some are animals or ideas or social/natural forces! 

Step 4:  Finally, you need to identify their relationships by drawing a Character Map, either on the blackboard or as a WORD document.

 To draw a Character Map using Microsoft WORD: (1) Open a new File, (2) click on View, (3) Click on Toolbars, (4) Click on Drawing, (5) In the new Toolbar at the bottom of your screen, click on the Oval shape right next to the Rectangle, (6) Click on the screen where you want a circle, (7) Enlarge the middle circle by dragging out the tiny squares, (8) Left click in the middle of the new circle, (9) Right click on Add Text, (10) Type in name of the Protagonist of your story, (11) Hit Enter, (12) Type in name of Antagonist, (13) Create several more, smaller circles for the names of each one of the Fiscelles, (14) Click on the diagonal line right next to the word AutoShapes in the Toolbar below. (15) Hold down the right mouse button to draw a line from the large center circle to the
