The vision statement is a code of one – three sentences that guides a grant proposal and establishes the tone of the goals and objectives being proposed. The most effective vision statements are clear, concise, and direct. And while they are extremely important to keeping you (those seeking the grant) focused and ‘on track,’ the vision statement might not appear in the finished grant proposal at all.

Here are some examples:

· Our vision is to prepare educators who not only fully recognize the diversity of society but who treat each student as a unique individual. This will be accomplished by training teachers to use by differentiated learning methodologies.

· The vision guiding this project is that all children can learn. We honor learning and the basic educational and human values associated with the attainment of higher order thinking skills. 

· The vision of our proposal to create after-school “safe zones” is that a safe and orderly environment can be created in our neighborhood.
