Direct Object Pronouns
Like direct object nouns, direct object pronouns (los pronombres del complemento directo) are the first recipient of the action of the verb.

I hit the ball.

You bring the book.

Finding the 
Direct Object of a sentence.
What is ______________? (insert verb)

I hit the ball. (What is hit?)= the ball (direct object)

You bring the book. (What is brought?)=the book 






(direct object)

What is the direct object?
Last Sunday, my second cousin left for the airport

at 6 o’clock in the morning, but she forgot her plane tickets in the backseat of her husband’s new car. 
Direct object pronouns replace the noun.
She left the plane tickets. (direct object)

She left them. (direct object pronoun)

I visit José Luis Laredo. (direct object)

I visit him. (direct object pronoun)
Direct Object Pronouns Placement
Direct object pronouns are placed before the conjugated verb and after the word no when it appears.

Yo lo pongo.

Tú no lo quieres

Third person direct object pronouns are used only when the direct object noun has already been mentioned

The direct object pronouns may be attached to an infinitive.

Yo te voy a buscar.

Yo voy a buscarte.

Or attached to a present participle.

Yo te estoy buscando

Yo estoy buscándote.

*Add an accent to the end of the present participle!

Note that many verbs commonly used with reflexive pronouns can also be used with direct object nouns and pronouns when the action of the verb is directed at someone other than the object of the sentence. The meaning of the sentence will change slightly.

Yo me despierto. (reflexive verb = despertarse)

La radio me despierta. (direct object pronoun)

Yo me siento. (reflexive verb = sentarse)

El camarero nos sienta. (direct object pronoun)

Note that the direct object pronoun lo can refer to actions, situations, or ideas in general. When used in this way, lo expresses English it or that. 

Lo sé.     I know it.
No lo creo.
I don’t believe that.
Talking about what you just have done
To talk about what you have just done, use the phrase acabar + de with an infinitive.

Acabo de almorzar.

Acabas de celebrar tu cumpleaños.

*Note that the infinitive follows de. As you already know, the infinitive is the only verb form that can follow a preposition in Spanish.

Indefinite words: Placement.
Affirmative words go before the conjugated verb.

Yo siempre hablo en la clase.

Negative words go before the conjugated verb.

Yo nunca hablo en la clase.

Alguno and ninguno
The adjectives alguno and ninguno shorten to algún and ningún, respectively, before a masculine singular noun – just as uno shortens to un, bueno to buen, and malo to mal. The plural forms ningunos and ningunas are rarely used.

Usted / Ustedes Forms
Step #1. Almost all formal commands are based on the yo form of the present tense. 

Step #2. Replace the –o with –e, -en  for –ar verbs. Replace the –o with –a, -an  for –er/-ir verbs.

 step #2 : = beba

stem-changing verbs
Formal commands of stem-changing verbs will show the stem-change since you first must put the verb in the yo form of the present-tense.
