III.
Course (Catalog) Description:


Course develops basic language skills within context of cultures of Spanish-speaking countries. Content includes pronunciation, vocabulary, grammar, reading, listening comprehension and oral and written communication within the context of the cultures of Spanish-speaking countries. No prior study of the language presumed. It is recommended that experienced students discuss proper placement with instructor.

V.
Academic Integrity:

Methods of Instruction:


Class time will be devoted to practice, in large and small groups, with structures, expressions, and vocabulary in the context of everyday functions.  Students are expected to complete daily assignments and have studied segments of the text assigned in the syllabus prior to class, in order to be able to participate as fully as possible in speaking, listening, writing, reading, and technology activities.  Online workbook exercises and textbook assignments provide practice in reading and writing.  Further resources are available in the language lab for development of listening and speaking skills such as CD-Rom and videotapes.

Course Practices Required:

1. Attend and participate actively in class.  

2. Do assigned preparation in time for class: the students will read the text’s explanations in order to be prepared for the drills and exercises included in each of the topic units detailed in Outline of Topics.

3. Complete assigned textbook assignments. 

4. Online workbook exercises must be submitted to the instructor on the dates specified by the instructor. 
5. Listen to the online audio segments at least two hours per week and submit lab exercises on the dates specified by the instructor.  

6. Take quizzes and exams. Quizzes and exams will include a mix of speaking, listening, reading, and writing elements. 

7. The instructor will include additional information regarding course practices depending on what the instructor may require of his or her students.

Attendance & Participation:

Students are required to attend all scheduled classes and to participate actively. Students will be given 6 points for their attendance and active participation in each scheduled class day. Students who are absent will not be able to make up these points. Active participation is defined as bringing materials to class, participating in classroom activities, asking appropriate questions, and speaking Spanish in class. Numerous absences will result in a grade drop on your final semester grade after the 3rd absence; each absence beginning with your 4th absences will have a 2% grade drop. 

Textbook Assignments:

Students will receive 7 textbook assignment points for each assignment completed. Students are expected to complete this work prior to each class and participate in class discussion covering the material. The assignments will be collected by the instructor each day. The full points will be awarded if all exercises were completed before class and answers are corrected during class discussion. The assignment syllabus is posted on Sra. Monroy’s instructor homework web page. Students who are absent will not be able to make up these points.

A student must receive a passing grade on the online workbook assignments in order to receive a passing grade for the semester. 60% is considered passing. 

The online workbook assignments are homework assignments that must be completed    outside of class time. Students must purchase the online workbook to set up their account. All online workbook assignments must be turned in by 6:00 p.m. of the due date. No printed copies of the work or late work will be accepted. The assignment syllabus is also posted on Sra. Monroy’s instructor homework web page. Grades for each PASO chapter assignment will be based on the grade from FIRST SUBMIT; in other words the first score. I will use the overall chapter grade for each chapter, which will be worth 30 points per chapter.

Students will have an opportunity to earn extra credit points. The instructor will provide extra credit assignments as extra learning opportunities for different chapters. Extra credit must be submitted by assigned due dates. No late extra credit will be accepted.
