Classroom Expectations and Guidelines
CLASSROOM CONDUCT:

· This classroom is a “tease free and bully free” environment. Students are expected to be kind, courteous, and respectful to all (including paras, substitutes, and guest speakers).  Just think of the golden rule: treat others as you wish to be treated!

· Students are expected to ask for my permission to leave the classroom. There is a sign in / sign out sheet for the bathroom pass. 

· Students are expected to use appropriate language, phrases, and gestures at all times.

· There are some words or phrases that when spoken by a student, will earn him or her a detention for making an inappropriate comment.

· Students are expected to remain silent during teacher directions, while other students are speaking, and during class presentations.

· Students are expected to bring all requested materials to class.

ATTENDANCE & HOMEWORK POLICY:

· If a student knows that he or she is going to be gone, it is his or her responsibility to let me know so I can give him or her the work to be missed.
· If a student is going to be gone he or she needs to turn in any assigned work PRIOR to leaving (with some exception for a funeral absence), For example, if a student is going to miss class on Friday for a football game, he needs to turn in his work before he leaves. 
· Zeros will be given to assignments not turned in prior to leaving for an appointment, game, or other school activity.

· If a student is absent from class because of illness or personal business, it is up to the student to come in and make up what he or she missed during class. If a student misses a test or quiz, he or she will be expected to take it during class on the day he or she returns to school.

· Students must utilize homeroom time to make up work

· Do not come in during a passing period. It is either before school or during homeroom

·  LATE WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. 
CLASSROOM LAPTOP POLICY

· MSN messenger and computer games (including online and ones previously installed) are absolutely forbidden. If I suspect that you are chatting or playing a game, I will send you to the office for a laptop violation. This will also occur if a para or another teacher in the room witnesses you committing this laptop violation. 

· This also includes any other websites that do not pertain to the class work at hand

BOOK POLICY:

· All students will be responsible for the book(s) that are checked out to them.  Any lost or damaged book costs will be the responsibility of the student.

GRADING AND ASSESSMENT:

· Students will be assessed in the following ways (but not limited to): journal writing, literature responses, computer activities, projects, papers, tests, quizzes, presentations, group work, and class participation.

· Grades will be determined through a total points system. In this system, students can determine their grade by adding up the points and dividing by the points possible. 
· Academic dishonesty which includes such issues as plagiarism, cheating, and copying another student’s work, will not be tolerated
For students enrolled in Honors English II ONLY:

    Students enrolled in honors will be expected to do the following:

· Maintain a “B” average both semesters

· Have no missing assignments

· Act and behave as a model student

· Score near or at the “exemplary” level on the state assessment

· No discipline issues

· Use outstanding effort, creativity, and organization on projects & activities

· Meet any and all other expectations set forth by the teacher over the course of the year
Any student who does not meet the above guidelines may be removed from the honors class at the end of fall semester; furthermore, a student may not receive the teacher recommendation 
needed for Honors Junior English after the spring semester.  
We will follow all policies dictated in the school handbook (ex: the food/drink policy, cheating/plagiarism policy, dress code policy, tardy policy)
Students are responsible for any other expectations or guidelines that I may announce at a later date
