COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course is designed to familiarize students with a general understanding of the major time periods of English literature.   Writing will also be emphasized as students will have further practice in both expository and narrative writing. The M.L.A. documentation method will also be reviewed and implemented in a research paper.
