COURSE TITLE: Chem II (2011)

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

 Chem II is a follow up course to an introductory course on chemistry.  The students will develop an understanding of organic chemistry which includes structure, nomenclature, and properties.  Qualitative analysis will also be studied.

1. Required materials

 Grades

· Grades are reviewed regularly.  It is your responsibility to keep track of your grade.
Study time: 30-45 minutes per night for reading text, finishing labs, or other assigned homework.  When studying for tests, the amount of study time should be increased.

 A. Grades will be calculated on a percentage basis.  The number of points earned by the student will be divided by the points attempted and multiplied by 100.  The school grading scale will be used.  Class participation will be used to determine grades in borderline cases.

B. Homework will be checked each day.  If all homework assignments are done on time, two percentage points will be added to the quarter grade.

C. Labs will be done.  Each student is expected to do his/her own lab report.  The lab will be turned in the day after each lab.  These are usually worth ten (10) points.

· All assignments are written on the board every day.  In addition, they are posted on my webpage (which is updated every week by Monday at 3pm)
**Each quarter is worth 40% and the semester exam is worth 20%.
Late Work

You will be given plenty of time to finish your work, but if for some reason that is not enough time, you will be able to turn the work in late the following day.  This will cost you 20% of your grade on the assignment.   If an assignment is corrected in class, it may not be turned in late for points.

If you have been sick, it is your responsibility to turn in any assignments that were due on the day you were absent upon your return as well as to get any missing assignments and notes.  You will get two days for each day you missed to make up work.  This is for excused absences only.   If you have a prolonged absence, we will need to discuss a timeframe for you to complete your missing assignments.
