I. Grading Policy:  Grading in this class is based on total points. Your grade will be:

There are three categories that contribute to your total amount of points: 
1. Homework
2. Quizzes
3.  Projects and Tests 
Homework assignments are worth three points each. Projects and tests are generally 51-100 points, quizzes are generally 10-50 points.

A. Homework:  Homework is probably the most important part of math class. The only way you will understand the topics we study is if you practice these skills regularly. As you know, “practice makes perfect.” Because independent practice is so important to your success in this class, you will be assigned homework almost everyday. 
· Homework will be checked EVERYDAY!!! Some days I will simply check your homework for completeness and effort. Other days I will collect your homework assignments.
· Below is a scale that I will be using to grade your assignments. 
 	0= not done
				1= Less than 50% completed
				2= incomplete 
				3= complete
· I only accept late assignments for half credit IF IT IS HANDED IN BEFORE THE TEST ON THAT CHAPTER!! After the test/quiz on a chapter all missing work for that unit will become a zero! 
· If you are absent from class you are responsible to make up the work in a reasonable amount of time. Again, the work needs to be in before the test on that unit. 
· If you maintain a 100% average on your homework you will be in CLUB 100. The benefits of being in club 100 are:

B. Cumulative Reviews: Cumulative reviews are like the math blasts from last year. They will typically be given on Fridays, and are collected the following Friday. These are graded as a quiz grade!!! All work must be clearly shown! Students should get their work checked! You may hand in your CR for a CHECK as many times as you want before the due date. I will mark the questions you get wrong, pass is back and then you will correct the wrong questions.  This is the easiest way to boost your overall grade!

C. Projects, Tests, and Quizzes:  You will be assessed on a regular basis.  This will help you   
 monitor your understanding of the concepts you are learning.  Assessment results will help both of us learn. It will help us to gauge your understanding, and it will help me with my instruction in class.

D. Effort and Conduct Grades:  Our time together is VERY important.  We have a lot of material to understand and a limited amount of time to understand it in.  Therefore, is VERY important that you arrive to class on time, bring all of your materials, pay attention, and participate in class activities.  You will be given a conduct and effort grade each marking period. 

II. Expectations & Procedures:
A. My expectations of you:  
1. Always respect other people and their property in your words and actions.
2. Raise your hand before speaking. 
3. Remain in your seat. 
4. Ask for help when you need it.
5. Bring ALL materials to class! 
6. Be a friend to all classmates. 
7.  Show me your best.

B. Help: There are many occasions in which you can receive help…just ask!!! I am after school everyday, except when I have a meeting. I will always inform you of these in class, or you can check the Quia calendar to see if I am not available.

III. Absences and Music Lessons: Please see me before you are absent (if you know ahead of time) or the day you return to school. You should be checking the websites to see what work was given, and to see if you need to make up any tests or quizzes. 

If you play an instrument you may occasionally miss class for a music lesson. It is your responsibility to come to class FIRST, tell me you have a lesson, hand in your homework, and schedule a time to make up the missed class. You are still responsible for the material that was covered in class!
