The first paragraph should identify the article and give an overview of its focus (minimum of five sentences).The second paragraph needs to express your opinion of the article and how the article influenced you and how it could influence others. (minimum of five sentences).  
6. If all information is present and done neatly in the exact format, you will receive a 40/40.
7. If you are absent on the day when a Current Events is due, you must turn it in and present the next time our class meets or 5 points will be deducted from your grade.

8. The Current Event will be graded based on the rubric on the back of this sheet.
