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The Band:  
























Making of a Song
Your group members are now a band.  You will decide what type of band you are as a group.(rock, rap, country, etc).  Working together you will write a song about the drug assigned to you.  This is an anti-drug song.   Try to make your song rhyme and flow.  You can use music you are familiar with, if needed, to create your own tune.  The lyrics must be original and from the group.  You will need to have a song title. The song should last for two minutes.  You will need to include the following in your song:

· What does your drug look like?

· What does it do to your body?
· Why do people use it?

· What are the street names?
· Where do people get the drug?

· Where can you get help?
Band Design
You will also need to come up with a band name, CD title and CD cover.  These will also need to reflect the anti-drug message.  The CD cover needs to be designed to reflect the actual size of a CD.  Come up with at least one sponsor for your album. You will need to research and gather information from specific anti-drug groups (examples: The Office of National Drug Control Policy, National Institute on Drug Abuse, National Council on Alcoholism and Drug Dependence, Inc.). Be Creative.

Information Sheet

You will need to provide an information sheet for your drug that includes the following; name, street names, short and long term effects, costs, history of drug, medical uses (if any), what does it do to the brain, what form it comes in, withdrawal symptoms, places to get help, legal consequences, and current statistics.  You will need to provide an informational sheet for each student in the class.
The Performance  

Once the song has been written and the CD cover designed, a concert will take place.  Each band will either perform their song as a group or a solo artist.  A performance that has extras (dancing, instruments, costumes, etc) will be given extra points.  Each band needs to chose a band member to introduce their CD cover and band prior to the performance.  Each band will be evaluated by Mrs. Baumgartner, the CEO of an up and coming record production company. 
*Not every group member needs to perform but must contribute to the project equally. 
Grading
Your grade will consist of the quality of the song, meeting requirements of the song, CD cover design, information sheet, group evaluation and participation.
