

Sexuality: it is the function of the total personality which begins at birth and ends at death.  It includes not only the reproductive processes, but also how one feels about himself or herself as a person.  Also it includes how one feels about being a male or female, and how one relates to members of the same sex and opposite sex.
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Sex: refers to our biological sex, female or male, which is determined by chromosomes.

Sexual Identity: The sense of identification with either male or female sex, as manifested in appearance, behavior, and other aspects of a person’s life.

Gender Role: refers to how society defines the behavior and expectations of males and females

Sexual Orientation: Describes the sex of the person/people to whom a person is sexually attracted
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· Heterosexuality:  relating sexually to members of the opposite sex

· Homosexuality: relating sexually to members to the same sex

· Bisexuality: relating to members of the same and opposite sex

Sexual Practices

· Fornication: voluntary sexual intercourse between unmarried persons
· Adultery: voluntary sexual intercourse by any married person with any person not his or her spouse

· Sodomy: “unnatural” sex act under the law (usually anal or oral) between any persons regardless of their sex

· Prostitution: person exchanging sex for money or its equivalent
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Stereotypes: rigidly held, oversimplified, negative generalizations about a group of people

Prejudice: this occurs when people form different attitudes or opinions about another person or group of people because they belong to a certain religion, race, nationality, or other group.

· These are formed to prior to or without considering any examination of objective facts.
Discrimination: occurs when people act on the basis of their prejudices and stereotypes.

· Ablism: assumes that differently-abled people are inferior to those who are not disabled

· Ageism: assumes that persons belonging to a certain age group are less capable than people belonging to other age groups

· Classism:  holds that attainment that certain economic/social status makes an individual superior to others not in the same class

· Ethnocentrism: the belief that one’s own culture or group is the best

· Racism: the belief that one race is inherently superior to the other and the belief that one group has the right to control others

· Sexism: the belief that one sex is superior to the other and results in one sex refusing to share power and/or resources with the other
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
