1. Michael is a 32 year old attorney, who is 5’ 9” and weighs 165 pounds.  He is on his lunch hour and has just had three glasses of beer with his sandwich.  He wants to drop by the drugstore to pick up some gum to have his breath smell fresh because he is going to court in a few minutes.

2. Paul is a 50-year old father of six.  He is 6’ and weighs 200 pounds.  He has two jobs and often works late.  It’s ten o’clock and he has just arrived home.  He has had three scotches to unwind.  He is dozing on and off on the couch, the television is on, and he is smoking a cigarette.
3. Sarah is a 22 year old bartender who weighs 120 and is 5’ 3”.  She found out today that she is going to lose custody of her children.  She goes to her job and drinks two shots of tequila and four vodka tonics.  She is supposed to drive and pick up her children at her ex-husband’s house in an hour.

4. Chris had a date tonight with Jean.  They have been seeing each other through their senior year. They like each other a lot.  Jean’s parents aren’t home tonight.  Chris bought along a bottle of wine to celebrate their six month anniversary.  They have never had alcohol before.   They each have three glasses of wine.  Jean, 17 years old, 5 feet, 100 pounds.  Chris, 17 years old, 5’ 10”, 175 pounds.  (Answer question for either Jean or Chris)

5. Tom is a college freshman who is 5’ 6” and weighs 165 pounds.  He seldom drinks.  Tonight he is pledging a fraternity.  The new pledges have to compete in a keg stand contest.  He drinks about 8 beers in about 30 minutes. It is a private fraternity house so they are not worried about getting caught.  Tom passes out and the fraternity members put Tom in his room to sleep it off.
6. Maggie is 15 year old sophomore who is 140 pounds.  She is drinking beer on the beach with her friends. The temperature is 94 degrees.  She has had 5 beers and is having a little trouble with her balance when she first gets up, but soon gets her balance.  She starts toward the water to swim and cool off.
