The Progressive Hall of Fame Project

Introduction: The Progressive Era is a time of reform and change in American History.  Many people and groups of various backgrounds contributed to making the United States a better place for its members.  However, some of the important figures and events in the Progressive Era deserve special attention so that their accomplishments are not forgotten.

Task: Create and design a Progressive Hall of Fame, which highlights the accomplishments and achievements made during the Progressive Era.  Hall of Fames are meant to remember the “best of the best.”  Using your knowledge of Social Studies and the Progressive Era, determine which people and events deserve to be enshrined in your Hall of Fame.  

Use the checklist as a guide for completing the Progressive Hall of Fame:

1) ____Pamphlet Design-Design a pamphlet that allows the reader to better understand the Progressive Hall of Fame and the importance of this time period in American History.  The pamphlet should contain a purpose, description of the Progressive Era, highlights of the Hall of Fame, directions, cost, programs, exhibits and other items that you feel appropriate to include.  Use the sample pamphlets and other hall of fames on the internet as examples to assist you in the design phase.  

2) ____Two People-Choose two individual people that deserve to be enshrined in your hall of fame.  For each person, you must explain and justify their inclusion in the hall of fame.  In other words “Why does this person deserve to be included in the Progressive Hall of Fame?” Each explanation must be at least half a page in length.

3)____
Two Groups/Events-Choose two groups or important events that deserve to be enshrined in your hall of fame for the future.  For each event or group, explain and justify their inclusion. Each explanation must be at least half a page in length.  

4) ____Citation of Sources- Students must use at least five sources when completing their Progressive Hall of Fames.  


-One source must be from a book on the cart


-One source must be from the databases.

-When the project is finished, each student should turn in five sheets of paper (2 individuals and 2 groups/events)  and a pamphlet
