Schedule for Fair Day:

The date of the Regional Fair is Wednesday, March 18th in the University Center on Southeastern’s campus.  You can bring your projects into the University Center by Gate 3.  Take a left at the light on W. University Ave. onto North General Pershing.  Gate 3 is on your left.  You can find directions to the U.C. on www.selu.edu/ssfair.  (click Day of Fair)

7:30a.m. Doors open to the University Center for setting up projects. I’ve attached the layout of projects on the U.C. floor.  Coffee, juice, donuts, muffins, etc. are provided only for teachers and parents on the Upper Level of the University Center, St. Tammany Room.  

8:30a.m. Judging of projects. All students must remain with their projects until 11:30.  No parents or teachers will be allowed in the project area at this time.  Failure to observe these rules may lead to disqualification. Please do not bring food or drinks onto the U.C. floor.  Please, no running in the University Center. (No sitting or climbing on or under the tables.)  Chairs are not allowed unless there is a medical condition.  We need to keep the aisles clear for judging.  Students may bring an ipod or game system, but it is their responsibility to keep up with them.  No radios please.  Please inform your students to remain with their projects during the judging, some projects may be judged more than once.  That is up to the discretion of the judges. Every project must be judged at least once.  I will make an announcement around 11:00a.m. for any students who has not been judged to let me know.

11:30a.m. Lunch break.   No food or drinks allowed on the University Center floor.  Discount Coupons will be available if you wish to eat on campus in the Lion’s Den.  The Lion’s Den is located in the Student Union.  They provide a variety of food such as pizza, pasta, Burger King, Taco Bell, hot meals, salads, etc. Exit the University Center Gate 3 and walk under the University Ave pedestrian pass onto the main campus.  Pass the Pennington Activity Center, walk between D. Vickers Hall and the Library.  The Student Union is straight ahead.    I’ve provided a campus map on the Regional Fair website.

Ribbons will be passed out from 11:30 a.m. until 12:30 p.m. so no one is allowed on the U.C. floor during this time.  I will make an announcement when students and parents may come back onto the U.C. floor. Judges’ decisions are final.
12:30a.m.  1st place winners:  Grand Prize Judging 1st Place Winners must be present to be judged for the Grand Prize Competition.  All other students may leave at this time.

2:00a.m.  Awards Ceremony. Grand Prize and Grand Prize Runner-Up plaques will be presented.  Pictures of Grand Prize and Grand Prize Runner-Up winners will be taken either during or immediately after the ceremony. 

3:30p.m. All projects must be removed from the University Center by this time. The Region VIII Social Studies Fair is not responsible for any projects left in the U.C.
State Fair Information:

All projects that receive a first or second place ribbon are eligible for state.  I will place a State Fair Entry Form and information sheet by those projects. 

Wednesday, April 8th:  Deadline for submitting Official State Fair Entry Forms and $20.00 Entry Fee for each project for the 2009 State Social Studies Fair. Checks made out to:  Social Studies Fair.  Forms will be handed out on the day of the Regional Fair with the first and second place ribbons, and are to be returned to the Regional Director (Mrs. Angie Anderson).
