Required Materials

· Pencil - to be brought to class every day

· Sketchbook – (purchased at BOOK DAY or the SVHS Bookstore)

· Various equipment and materials as projects dictate

Classroom policy & procedures

· Be on time!  Excessive tardies will be reported to the Dean’s Office.

· Respect art equipment and materials.  Students abusing equipment or supplies will be restricted from participation in projects that use that equipment and/or materials.

· Keep the noise level down.  Although conversation is permitted, please respect other students working around you.  If these guidelines are not followed, conversation will be restricted.

· Respect the work, efforts and IDEAS of others.

· Do NOT touch the stereo.  The station, volume, and on/off switch is under the complete control of Mr. Faltinoski.  Do NOT bother to ask to change the station - YOU CAN’T!!!

· Clean-up is the responsibility of each student.  Students must be aware of their work area and keep it clean for the next student.  If you make a mess, (and you will), clean it up.  Mr. Faltinoski HATES making up “clean-up duty rosters,” so don’t make him do it.

· Food is NOT allowed in the art rooms.  This includes gum!

· Drink bottles (of any kind) and cel phones are NOT allowed in the art rooms.  If I see a drink bottle, I will throw it out.  If I see or hear a cel phone I will confiscate it.

· I enter IHSA eligibility on Tuesday of each week.  If you want to be sure you are not marked “ineligible” for an activity, be sure you are caught up in my class by Tuesday of each week.

Homework policy

Assignments and make-up work

· Assignments are due on the date posted.  It is the student’s responsibility to check for due dates.  Late assignments will be adjusted accordingly; a grade of “0” will be posted on  work not handed in on due date.  The grade will be adjusted to one grade lower for each day late.  After four days late, work handed in will receive an “F”.

· Students are responsible for make-up work due to absence from school.  If an extended absence should occur it is the student’s responsibility to keep up with class work if  possible.

Sketchbook requirements

· Collected two times each quarter

· Ten completed pages and/or drawings on due date

· Each assignment will incorporate a number of assigned drawings as well as a number of FREE CHOICE drawings.

· It will be graded on EFFORT, neatness, originality and completeness of assignment.

· FREE CHOICE assignments are designed to allow the student to choose his/her own media and subject matter.  These drawings must maintain artistic qualities, originality and subjects deemed in “good taste.”

Evaluation/grades

· Projects will be assigned for extended periods each depending on media used and degree of difficulty.  This area constitutes the heaviest portion of the final grade at quarter and semester grading periods.  Project grades will be determined on mastery of skills, problem solving, use of  materials and tools, neatness and an emphasis on EFFORT.

· Sketchbooks carry the same weight as a project.

· The semester final will combine a written test with appropriate studio application.

Attendance/absence

· You are responsible for any work missed while absent.

· If you have an “unplanned” absence on the day a project is due, you must turn it in the next day you return to school.

· If you have a “planned” absence on the day a project is due (retreat, field trip, etc.), you must turn in the project before the due date.

· At any time, a student may need some extra time to finish a project.  If you anticipate needing some extra time to complete a project, see me before the due date.

Teacher Availability
