HAND PORTRAITS
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Did you know there are multiple ways of creating a self portrait without showing your face?  You can present yourself through colors, shapes, patterns, photographs of objects and places, and that is just what you are going to do in this project. 

Step1:  First, you will have to scan your hand! Pick a color of construction paper provided and use it as a background for your scan.  Bright colors will help you select your hand in Photoshop.  You can tape the paper to the cover of the scanner.

Step2:  Scan your hand from clab25 or clab26 using Photoshop.  Go to File > Import and choose the scanner. You are allowed no more than 3 scans/tries.  You can scan all three and save them to a flash drive, and then decide which one to use.  

You can move/drag your hand across the glass of the scanner to create interesting effects, or you can hold an object in your hand as you scan.

Step3:  You can use the color of the scanned background (work directly on the scanned image) for your portrait, or you can create a new Photoshop file, select the hand and copy it onto a new background.

Step4:  Make the hand speak about you.  You may do any of the following, and more:

· Paint / draw on it and around it

· Apply a filter

· Add photographs of your favorite things (make a collage)

· Add pattern

· Add layer effects

· Apply a gradient

· Add text, etc. 

Be CREATIVE!  Make the hand reflect your personality! 

Step5:  Save your work and print it out on regular paper.
