Course Title:  Oil Painting

Course Description:

Oil Painting is an advanced class that builds upon the fundamentals and expressive qualities of the media.  Students apply principles of composition and elements of design to their work.  They experience a variety of painting techniques as well as styles and methods of significant artists and art periods. Applications of color theory are emphasized.

Prerequisites: Art Foundations, Two Dimensional Art, an additional one-half credit in the visual arts (which may be taken concurrently) and instructor approval.
