Classroom policy & procedures

Homework policy

Assignments and make-up work

· Assignments are due on the date posted.  It is the student’s responsibility to check for due dates. After four days late, work handed in will receive an “F”.

Evaluation/grades

· Projects will be assigned for extended periods each depending on media used and degree of difficulty.  This area constitutes the heaviest portion of the final grade at quarter and semester grading periods. · The semester final will combine a written test with appropriate studio application.
