Absences, Makeup Work & Exemptions





As per school policy you have the same number of class periods missed to complete class work, homework and unannounced quizzes that was done or assigned on the day(s) you missed. 





Be aware, this policy does not extend existing deadlines and scheduled activities. 





Quizzes and Tests: If you are absent on the day of a pre-announced quiz or test, I expect prior notification or an e-mail or phone call prior to your return telling me when to expect you for the make-up. Return to school prepared for that quiz or test.  Makeups are held before or after school on “A” days.  (If I deem necessary, you may be required to do the makeup during class on the day you return and attend tutorials for that day’s work instead.)     





Major Projects: If you are absent on the day a major project is due, you must either arrange to have your project brought in or receive the applicable late penalty.  





Homework: Assignments due on the day you were absent must be turned in before the beginning of class on the day you return or they will be counted late.  It is your responsibility to know what is due.





Class Work: For each day you are absent you have missed 90 minutes of class time and instruction.  If you require one-on-one instruction to get caught up, that must be done outside of class.  Expect to come in before or after school on “A” days prior to the next class.    





Exemptions: You must be in class 80 minutes in order to be considered present for exemption purposes.  If an early dismissal removes you from class for more than 10 minutes it is considered an “absence” for exemption purposes.  














Classroom Policies





I enforce CSHS policies so read your Code of Conduct.  Additionally each teacher is expected to set and enforce his or her own policies.  I expect these and any additional policies to be followed without argument or comment.  





Academic Integrity. I expect you to give your best effort and do your own work.  Cheating, copying and plagiarism are not acceptable or tolerated, and have academic consequences included loosing credit.

Electronics. No other electronic device is allowed to be used during class.  Exception: personal music might possibly be allowed on an individual basis if I and your parents deem it academically beneficial.

I will allow you to finish food items in the classroom during the passing period provided you finish it or throw it away by the bell. 


Class Dismissal. I dismiss you, not the bell. Everyone must be seated in their seat in order for the class to be dismissed.
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
