As you enter the Lied Jungle building, take time to let your eyes adjust.  Get adapted to the darkness.  Finding the answer is a must!

Right 2.  What are the two functions of the fruit bat in the ecology of the forest?

Right 3.  Which ants are the only vegetarian ants in the world?

Right 4.  What was the major problem with the early explorations of the forest?

Left 5.  What are two ways the people of the forest have been wiped out?

When you walk into the rain forest, don’t forget to read the plaques.  Attached to all the railings are the things you seek as facts!

Right 6.  How much of the existing rain forest is found in Asia?

Right 7.  What is the purpose of the roots of the mangrove plant which are above water?

Left 8.  What adaptation has helped the Cycad survive from the dinosaur times?

Right 9.  Why does the male Great Hornbill have to do all food gathering while the female sits on the nest?

Don’t forget to look for this answer after you play on the bridge of rope.  In the cave behind the bridge is your only hope!

Right 10.  List three reasons why many of the animals of the forest are nocturnal.

Left 11.  When was the Indian Crested Porcupine born?

After you leave the caves behind, be sure to check both sides.  Even the big tree in the middle might have answers to hide!

Left 12.  Why wouldn’t it be a good idea to eat Pudding Pipe tree pods before the bus ride home?

Left 13.  Do crocodile eggs have soft or hard shells?

Center 14.  What product of the Mimusop tree is of great commercial value?

Right 15.  What do you call a group of monkeys?

Right 16.  When was the Malayan Tapir born?

Enter Africa by way of the cave.  Asia you’ve left behind.  Be sure to read the display inside to find the answer if you don’t mind.

Right 17.  Where in the world is the only place lemurs are found?

As you come out of the cave, look right and left, interesting things there are to see.  Don’t forget to look up in the log over head, the python has a long history.

Left 18.  How much of the world’s total rain forest is found in Africa?

Right 19.  Are lemurs related to apes or raccoons?

Left 20.  How long does it take a python to swallow large prey?

Left 21.  How can you tell male and female Saddle-billed Storks apart?

Left 22.  What is the technical term for the white alligators coloring?

Left 23.  What color are the white alligators eyes?

The herons are tending fake eggs.  There’s enough in the zoos today.  Across the path look on the rail, your answer is there, okay?

Left 24.  How much of the world’s rain forest is found in South America?

A Kodak moment approaches with the birds of color on the right.  Follow the railing across the aisle your answer will come into sight.

Left 25.  What is the purpose of a buttress on a tree?

As you leave the upper forest for the twisty floor, be sure to read the wall to answer three questions more.
Left 26.  What are two methods of lumbering the rain forest?

Right 27.  What percent of all North American migratory birds winter in the rainforests?

Right 28.  How many species of Nebraska native birds winter in the tropics?
