Course Title: Art Two 

Course Description:

Art Two picks up where Art One leaves off. The student will be exposed to the principles of

design as they relate to two and three dimensional art. Students work in such two dimensional

art mediums as charcoal, pencil, pen and ink, watercolors, pastels, and three dimensional art

mediums including jewelry, wood, stone, and found objects. Subject matter may include the

human figure, advanced composition, portraits, design, abstract studies, and collage.

Prerequisite: A minimum grade of 85% in Art One or instructor approval.
