	HEALTH AND HYGIENE

	· Wear comfortable shoes (break them in early)
· Tell sponsors about special medical concerns

· Drink a lot of water (bring your own if you want, it is much cheaper) 

	AIRPORT/AIRPLANE

	· Don’t joke with the security people!

· Have as little metal in your pocket, as little jewelry and as small a belt buckle as possible
· Don’t have any fluids in your carry on (pop, makeup, etc)

· Put your fluids in the luggage you check through

· Be prepared to take off your shoes

· You are allowed one carry on bag and one tagged bag to check through 

· Find your seat on the plane and get your bag in the overhead quickly

· DO NOT leave the group at the gate or the luggage carousel without telling a sponsor
· CHANGE CLOTHES QUICKLY IF YOU WANT TO DO THAT AT THE LUGGAGE CAROUSEL AT THE AIRPORT!!

	AT THE RESORT

	· You may be anywhere except on the balconies. Get in a room, on the playing field or at the main building
· You can not call home from the room. Bring a cell phone or you will have to go up to the main building or arrange for parents to call you in your room at a specified time
· Disney has great pizza but you must order it before 10 pm so it can be delivered before 11 pm (Mr. S gets a slice!)
· If a boy and girl are on the same bed, they must have their feet on the ground (very innocent but later embarrassing pictures have been taken in the past)
· 3 main rules: NO RUNNING, NO YELLING, NO SLAMMING DOORS

	BEHAVIOR CONTRACT
