ENCOURAGING INDEPENDENT READING

Summer Reading: Incoming Freshmen 2009-2010

Some experts recommend that students read two million words a year on their own.  Others suggest reading at least thirty minutes a day. To encourage students to achieve this goal, the English Department has designed this summer reading project. 

Assignment: 

1. You are to read at least 30 minutes a day, five (5) times a week for the 10 weeks of summer.


2. You may read anything – newspaper, magazine, novel, how-to book, etc.


3. Your parents MUST SIGN this assignment sheet AND initial or sign the first and last entries of your reading log in order for this to be valid. Failure to have a signature will reduce the grade for the assignment. 

4. You must keep a journal, like the one below, with the following information: date, material read, time spent and number of pages read, and a reminder, comment, or thought about your reading (the comment should be something significant about the reading, not just “I liked this part of the book”). For example,
