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Culture presentations

This year, we will be studying the French-speaking world. Our studies will be patterned as follows:
				Quarter 1: French-speaking Europe
				Quarter 2: the French-speaking Americas
				Quarter 3: French-speaking Africa
				Quarter 4: French-speaking Asia

Each quarter, you will PRESENT for 2 or 3 minutes on a cultural topic of your choosing. You do NOT have to write a report or turn in anything written for this assignment.

The cultural topic must represent the area of the world we are studying for that quarter. For example, since we are studying Europe during first quarter, your first quarter presentation must be about a cultural topic from one of the French-speaking European countries (France, Belgium, Switzerland, Monaco or Luxemburg).

You may work with partners if you wish. You may also work independently.

You may not present the exact same type of project more than once. For example, if for first quarter you prepare a food item, you may not prepare a food item for any other quarter’s presentation. If you review a film for first quarter, you may not review a film for another quarter.

Projects should be fun, and should be an opportunity for you to individualize your studies. 
View this as an opportunity to pursue your personal interests within the realm of French studies.

Quarter 1 presentations will begin on Thursday, October 22.  We will present first quarter alphabetically by last name.

You will receive a list of ideas for both types of presentations, and topics directly related to various  countries. Feel free to find a topic of your own if your interests are not represented on my list of ideas. I am always open to new ideas! Just run it by me first.

On the back of this paper is the list of standards for grading your presentations for the whole year. Please make sure that you have met all of the criteria on the grade sheet.
